· A site is defined as a distinct field, orchard, block, pasture, circle or other contiguous area for which you seek certification.
· A site may contain multiple crops and may include multiple fields or blocks if these areas are adjacent and contiguous and all production areas within the site are eligible for the same certification status.
A $20 fee is needed with each new site application.  Once certified, production sites are subject to the $20 fee annually.  Transitionally certified sites have an additional $50 per site annual fee.  New transitional sites are billed the additional $50 upon determination of transitional status.
