Daffodil (Narcissus) Diseases

Leaves discolored with general yellowing
Leaves showing distortion, such as twisting or stunting
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1. Often severely reduced leaf count. Yellow to brown pimples along margin of leaf with associated swellings. Leaf base swollen. Bulb rots from top, with spongy rings of brown rot.

Bulb and Stem Nematode
(Ditylenchus dipsaci)
2. Distortion and stunting results in early death. Bulbs with few or no roots.  Pinkish to whitish mold between scales. Bulbs rot from bottom brown or reddish color . Mites often follow.  # 1 MOST SERIOUS DISEASE IN PNW. Basal Rot (Fusarium)
3.  Leaves with stunting and withering, then collapsing. Affects circular areas of the field.  Root Lesion Nematode (Pratylenchus penetrans).
Leaves discolored with streaks or blotches. 
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1.  Leaves curved into sickle-shape or stuck together, with browning. Infection with pink to brown rot, gray spores and black sclerotia. Sclerotia in neck of bulb or between scales or base of leaves.  # 3 MOST SERIOUS DISEASE IN PNW.

Smolder (Botrytis)
2.   Leaves with narrow dark green to purplish streaks, turning white to yellowish, necrotic and sunken, leaves die. (Symptoms only above 64F) Very small bulbs. White Streak Virus
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3.  Leaves with yellow to white streaks, confined to distal 2/3 of leaf,

and having a roughened feel. Some stunting, twisting, and curling. Flowers may show streaks or blotches (color breaks) # 2 MOST SERIOUS DISEASE IN PNW.

Yellow Stripe Virus
Leaves discolored with more or less discrete spots.
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1. Tops with red, yellow, to brown spots or blotches with a distinct yellow zone between lesion and healthy green tissue. Lesion with brown to reddish center, scabby, with small fruiting bodies.

Scorch (Stagonospora)
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2.  Leaves with random brown spotting, with no mycelium or fruiting bodies.
Chocolate Spot (Environmental)

3. Bright yellow, elongate spots appearing near the tips of leaves, with gray to brown center, with sclerotia. Leaf droops. Fire (Botrytinia)
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
