Grower/Production Nursery Checklist

1. Check Master License for Nursery endorsement/expiration date.

2. Production nursery? Are any plants held for propagation? (Potting up ‘buy-ins’ for grow out does not qualify as a production nursery.)  

3. Deliver program brochures-
a. Noxious Weeds

b. Prohibited  Plants and Seeds



c. Schedule of Fees for Service

d. Licensing Requirements 

e. Notification Rule
4. Find out about shipping status for Sudden Oak Death HAPs.

a. Selling only within state. Inspect for clean and healthy stock.
i. Apply Freedom from Infestation 2% rule.
b. Selling HAP outside state (shipping) 

i. Provide blank SOD Compliance Agreement for consideration

ii. Call Lab crew for sampling 

iii. No out of state shipment allowed until C.A. signed.

c. Selling only Non-HAP plants out of state (shipping)
i. Inspection for general plant health. After inspection showing clean and healthy stock, sell book of orange stickers. Bill stickers plus time on invoice. Good for every state, but some ALSO require BGS stamp. Add to non-host approved list on WSDA website.
5. Identify stock from out of state sources.

a. Did they send notification of incoming stock? 

b. Are required inspection certificates available?

c. Do regulated plants meet WSDA quarantine requirements? 

i. grapes, blueberries, barberry and SOD hosts

6. Brown Garden Snail.

a. Explain benefits of Compliance Agreement for BGS, sheet of their obligations, and costs. WSDA supplies stamp. 

b. Explain alternative: individual shipment inspections and certificate and costs.

c. Leave blank copy of C.A. for consideration.

7. Explain National Plant Board for learning other states’ requirements. Refer to: http://nationalplantboard.org/laws/index.html
8. Leave copy of our state’s quarantines: Barberry, Grapes, Blueberry, etc. 

9.   Write NIR with details of inspection, specialty flora, UBI, phone number.
